Most people look to the end of the calendar year to 
begin making resolutions for the next year. There seems 
to be this magical break in human time because of the 
changing of a year.

This Sunday marks the end of another liturgical year. 
Next Sunday, we begin looking toward Christmas with 
the First Sunday of Advent. Today is a great day to make 
some decisions and turn attention to improving our    
spiritual life. 
Starting in Advent you could make a resolution to spend 
more time with the Scriptures. God is trying to tell you 
something, but you have to be more mindful to really 
listen.
