Who Are You Following? 

    "I am the LORD, there is no other."  In today's 
Gospel, the Pharisees try to trap Jesus by asking 
if it lawful to pay taxes to Caesar.  They are    
hoping to snare Him using false flattery and    
either the Jewish law or the political law of the 
day.  Of course, Jesus doesn't fall into the 
trap.  His response: "Then repay to Caesar what 
is Caesar's, and to God what is God's."   The 
steward realizes that everything belongs to God, 
the creator of all things.  Jesus knows this, 
too.  However, He also knows that God has little 
use for tax dollars...what HE wants from us -- our 
whole-hearted love -- is much more valuable.  His 
response is aimed at the commandment against 
idolatry, and is a call to follow God.  In fact, His 
response sounds very much like our Stewardship 
Theme, "Who are you following?"
